OBJECTION (unanimous)
The Councillors were disappointed with the changes described in the application, given that the outline permission was seven houses including 2 smaller houses (The Battisford Housing survey highlighted the need for smaller housing units in Battisford) and was sympathetic to the heritage of the site. 

Lucy Jarvis, of the Heritage Collective, in her Heritage Statement dated April 2020, commented that: 

" The proposals present a positive and informed redevelopment of a sensitive Site that has a long history and relationship with the Manor House to the east. They improve on the existing arrangement of farm buildings and make reference to the inward-looking courtyard focused barn arrangement that existed pre 1982".

Battisford Parish Councillors agreed to the initial plan as it reflected the layout of the historical site. We believe it now looks like two ordinary streets. This is not what we were led to believe when the plan was originally presented to the Council in May 2020. 

We further note that the interesting ideas about renewable energy/ charging points expressed in the May 2020 presentation appear to have been dropped.
