	Planning Consultations
Full Planning Application – DC/22/03189 – 2 Dwellings & Cartlodges David Upson Produce, Battisford
Battisford Parish Council discussed matters in detail and had the following concerns in relation to the utilities provided within the parish and the proposed site:-

1. Mains Sewerage Overload

It was established that a 6 inch sewer pipe which has already overflowed foul water would be the utility used for this application. Since the overflow of foul water a large development of 9 dwellings has taken place as well as 2 dwellings near the existing application. It is concerning to Battisford Parish Council that this is not seen as a constraint to further development

2. Electricity Supply

UK Power Networks have previously denied a request for increase in power supply, advising that for Power in the parish to increase a small secondary Substation would have to be created to increase capacity to the village.

3. Water Supply

It was established that a single pumping station based at Combs Tannery was the source of water for the parish and should be viewed as an ongoing constraint when looking at applications. 

4. The Council also felt that concern for potential contamination of the proposed site from the motor vehicle servicing business which was on the site for approximately 20yrs previously.

5. BT Outreach have previously expressed concerns of reaching capacity.

The Council felt there is a very real concern for the impact on infrastructure and the residents existing resources.

The Council would encourage the use of Heat Pumps and Solar Panels to be incorporated within the design and that the size of the housing design is not reflective of the housing need in Battisford.

If the Planning Officer can show that the above matters have been seriously mitigated then Battisford PC would support the application.
The Clerk was also to chase up with Power Networks, Anglian Water in regards to the current situation/progress of the need for improvement/upgrade.

The Wildflower seed mix will be suitable for the Cemetery and designated areas by the west gate of the play area off Straight Rd. A discussion then took place in regards to verges by the play area. In conclusion it was decided that Cllr Pope would contact BMSDC to confirm the need for 7 Trees for the Platinum Jubilee, Wildflower seed mix for the Cemetery, Shaded area of the Village Green and 2 small trees for the gap by the play area to ensure vehicles cannot go through the gap. Cllr Pope will also liaise with the local Tree Warden beforehand. Council confirmed Cllr Pope was fully authorised to confirm the final details with BMSDC.
